a greal weaving business before he entered Parliament to repeal
the Gorn laws. He repealed the Gorn laws, but lost his business
and had to accept a public purse from the people of England.
The civic corporation cannol expect to secure the service ol
first-class admimistrators for a salary less than a decent bellhop's |
tips, and it will be several years before we have a leisured class
of retired business men who will be available to offer their |
abilities to the city for the sake of serving the public.
